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Structural Mechanisms: Making Governance Stick

Cross-Functional Integration:

Breaks down silos. Integration points are mandatory
sign-off gates, not optional advice. Technical

teams cannot deploy without legal; legal cannot
approve without technical validation.

Standardized Review:

Reduces governance costs. Utilizing standardized
Data Cards, Model Cards, and Validation Reports
prevents decision fatigue and defaults teams to a
unified process under pressure.

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Building Institutional Capacity

Peak: Incentive Alignment
Governance fails when individual incentives conflict with
institutional obligations. Organizations must tie
performance metrics and budget allocations to fairness
validation passage rates, not just deployment speed.
Middle: Permanent Roles
Ad-hoc committees dissolve when pressure mounts.
Durable governance requires dedicated headcount for the
Al Validation Officer, Monitoring Officer, and Governance
Committee.
Base: Cross-Functional Fluency
Technical teams require baseline legal literacy (disparate
impact doctrine). Legal teams require technical literacy
(fairness metric trade-offs).
